UPGRADE UPDATE:

The successful contractor to undertake the upgrade to the school is Searle Brothers.
The grant we received will allow many improvements to be completed.

The list of projects to be addressed include:

U  Repairing water leaks in the library ceiling.

U0 Replacing the damaged water pipes in the amphitheatre area outside the library and art room.

U0 Removing all the pavers in the amphitheatre area and replacing them with concrete paths and synthetic grass. In
order for this to occur, the trees in this area (which are very tall and potentially dangerous in a play area), will need to
be removed. Many other trees and shrubs are constantly being planted around the school.

Resurfacing the Grade 5/6 basketball courts with synthetic grass and line m arkings.
Levelling uneven concrete pathways.
Removing three old gas boilers which are no longer being used. This will create new storage areas.
Renovating the student toilet areas. This will involve new floor coverings, tiles on the wall sand painting.
Replacing many of the rotting poles around the veranda h areas.
Painting the exterior of the school.
Upgrading the heating in the Administration area, staffroom and library.
U Internal painting of some sections of the school.
The above works will commence on the school holidays and should be completed in February next year.
This is an exciting opportunity for the school to improve our facilities.
